the Rev. Dr. Mark Y.A. Davies, speaking

In this discourse I will explore the philo-
sophical perspective known as existential-
ism which found popularity in the thought
of thinkers like Simone de Beauvoir, Al-
bert Camus, and Jean Paul Sarte.
